Last year the HOA Board chose not to raise HOA dues for 2026 until we could take an in-depth 
look at our operating expenses. Since then, we have been working hard with the Budget 
Committee to make some necessary cuts to stay within our budget. The biggest expenditure 
is our community pool-$99,000 for 2025.  After looking at the labor hours from last year, we 
plan to save over $20,000 by closing the pool for 2 days a week.   This savings will allow us to 
use some of those dollars towards things we have not been budgeting for like our forest 
management as well as much needed maintenance.  It turns out Wednesdays and Thursdays 
had the least amount of swimmers making those days the least impacted.   This change is for 
this year and will be reevaluated for the 2027 budget.
